ÅIdentify Michiganõs young Black men who have 

sex with menõs (YBMSM) HIV prevention needs 

ÅDescribe YBMSMõs experiences using public 

health services

ÅIdentify factors associated with YBMSMõs well 

being and with risky sexual behavior



Study Methods

ÅIdentified 6 YBMSM to co-direct study

ÅInterviewed 21 stakeholders around state to 

identify needs assessment topics

ÅDeveloped interview protocol using input from 

young men, stakeholders, and existing 

knowledge on YBMSM

ÅRecruited and interviewed YBMSM



Study Procedures

ÅTargeted 5 high-prevalence counties: 

Berrien, Ingham, Kent, Washtenaw, Wayne

ÅRecruited men by referral from young men, 

fliers, and visits to known hang-outs

ÅInterviewed young men in locations of 

convenience to them



Study Eligibility

ÅAge 13 to 24

ÅIdentify as Black in whole or in part

ÅReside in Michigan

ÅBiologically male at birth

ÅHad sex with a male in the prior 24 months
